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Zappa, Frank
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(b. 1940; d. 1993) Prolific art-rocker(Av ¥ 7 —3 1 A b), satirist(&F{£%), and
composer({£#i%) whose career spanned almost 30 years before he died of
prostate cancer on December 4th, 1993,

Zappa and his band the Mothers (later the ever-changing Mothers of Invention)
debuted in 1966 with <i>Freak Out!</i> (rock's first double album), the opening
salvo in an often-confounding career. Zappa would stake out a unique bailiwick,
perversely baiting both the counterculture and the straight world with complex,
theatrical works of almost ridiculously eclectic scope. Although his tireless,
unpredictable output brought him an enviably loyal cult following, Zappa (who
scored occasional novelty hits like "Dancin' Fool" [1979] and "Valley Girl"
[1982]) attained his greatest visibility as an implacable foe of the PMRC. (He
testified in front of a 1985 Senate subcommittee on rock lyrics.) Zappa's
daughter Moon Unit (sometime VH-1 VJ) and his guitarist son Dweezil, publicly
announced Zappa's illness in 1991, but he continued to pursue many projects
until his death.
